This Black-necked Stilt chick was photographed at Cameron Prairie NWRing $H2005. As adults,
Black-necked Stilts have the second-longest legs in proportion to their bodieshafchrexceeded only by
flamingos. Multiple Black-necked Stilt nests are typically within one kétanof a feeding location, and the
Black-necked Stilt defends an extensive perimeter around groups of nesiingatr cooperation with its
neighbors. The species is actually classified as semi-colonial, sineedfseare scattered in loose clusters.
The nests are frequently established rather close to the water’s edgé, istetipety is affected by rising wa-
ter levels of ponds or tides. The clutch size is usually three to five eggs with ageagéfour. For three and
one half weeks, both sexes take turns incubating the eggs. The young are so precotimysateaseen
swimming within two hours after hatching and are also capable of rapid landyelkithat early time.
Despite this early development, the young normally continue to reside in the resi &ays
